BUSINESS THIRTY DAYS TO RESPOND PRIOR TO ANY PUBLIC DISCLOSURE,".

Page 6, strike line 25 and substitute "AGENCIES TO CONNECT CONSUMERS
WITH EXISTING RESOURCES AND".

Page 6, strike line 27.
Page 7, strike lines 1 through 6 and substitute:

"(4) THE FINANCIAL EMPOWERMENT OFFICE HAS NO INDEPENDENT
EXAMINATION OR REGULATORY AUTHORITY, BUT NOTHING IN THIS PART
10 SHALL BE CONSTRUED TO LIMIT THE AUTHORITIES OF THE ATTORNEY
GENERAL, THE ADMINISTRATOR DESIGNATED IN SECTION 5-6-103, OR THE
DEPARTMENT OF REGULATORY AGENCIES.
