Individuals who receive Medicaid as their primary

medical insurance can contact IntelliRide* and provide

their Medicaid state ID to find out if they are eligible for
transportation benefits (see pages 7-8). If eligible, free
transportation may be provided to Medicaid covered medical
and behavioral health appointments.

Individuals who are enrolled in one of the following
Medicaid Home and Community Based Services waiver
programs should contact their Single Entry Point or
Community Center Board case manager to find out more
about transportation services and providers: Supported
Living Services waiver, Elderly Blind and Disabled waiver,
Brain Injury Waiver, Spinal Cord Injury Waiver, and

Community Mental Health Supports waiver. Visit www.
